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Итоговый  урок - проект 
« Добро пожаловать в  город Радужный!»
проводится после освоения раздела I: « Как разнообразен этот мир!»  в 10 классе по учебному пособию  В.П. Кузовлева, Н.П.Лапа, Э.Ш. Перегудовой и др. «English: 10-11»      ( М.: Просвещение).  Выбор формы проекта зависел от желания учащихся и предложений учителя. Наиболее удачной при контроле и совершенствовании речевых навыков говорения учащихся, и при проведении открытого урока нам показалась форма ролевой игры – презентация города Радужного в качестве туристического объекта одному из известных Британских туристических агентств. Проект «ролевая игра» оживляет учебную деятельность, приближает учащихся к реальной ситуации в жизни, дает возможность применить на практике полученные знания языкового материала, повышает их мотивацию, способствует раскрытию талантов учащихся. Такой вид деятельности учащихся предполагает обсуждение определенных вопросов, высказывание своей точки зрения, может быть отличной от мнения остальных, выработку общего решения. Учащиеся взяли на себя определенные роли, получили объект исследования и начали сбор материала: журналы, газеты, книги, сборники, флайера, видеоклипы, аудиозаписи, диски, посещение турагентств города, городского музея, информация официальных сайтов города и учебных заведений, рассказы людей-жителей города Радужного о родном городе. Ученики переводили собранную информацию с русского на английский язык, рисовали плакаты, карты, снимали видеоклипы, создавали презентацию, буклеты, рекламки, сочиняли стихи и песню, производили аудиозапись, репетировали сценку, рекламировали под музыку.  Изюминкой  урока стал авторский прием учителя  «Живая фотография». Приглашение работника нефтяной промышленности максимально приблизило игру к реальной ситуации. Был собран большой объем материала по родному краю, который успешно используется при обмене информации с друзьями по переписке из других стран (Epals.com) и при написании научных работ учеников. Так, одним из примеров успешной реализации научной деятельности среди учащихся стала работа: «Англоязычное освоение реалий, отражающих национально-культурное своеобразие Югры» и создание брошюры: «Warm-heartedly about the cold Ugra lands» - «С душевной теплотой о холодном Югорском крае».

4. To develop abilities to speak;
5. To revise the material learnt.                                                                                                                        Plan
1. Teacher: I’m glad to begin our lesson today. It will be a role play. The representatives of Tour Cruise Raduzhny will present their town as an object of tourist attraction to the British Travel Agency. There are guests and reporters here. Before we begin I’d like to understand: Why do we need to speak about our native Russian town at the English lesson?
Brainstorming of pupils’ ideas. While P1 is writing the aims of the lesson on the blackboard, all the others can take instructions and badges.

2. British agent: I’m a representative of the British Travel Agency.

Reporter: Can you tell us why the British like to have holidays?

Br. agent: You see, the UK is an island state. It covers the territory of two large islands and several smaller ones. In this country you are never very far from the coast and there are lots of seaside resorts. The nearest holiday area of France is only three or four hundred kilometers away.  Many families prefer to drive to the warm south and to be in comfortable campsites. Spain is also popular. It offers a wonderful climate. We are also in thirst of knowing other countries, their traditions and special features. We hope to come to your town soon.
Tour cruise R(P1):  We also believe in this. Will you take a seat, please?
   3. Teacher: Tour Cruise agents, welcome. Our presentation is starting.
R. agent (P2): Our Tour Cruise Agency obtains reliable information which is often difficult to find. The fact, compounded by language and cultural barriers is what make the unique reference tool – our presentation essential for the British company which wants to get involved in our business. It is no longer necessary to go through the difficulties of finding vital information. With this presentation the British company will have all the necessary information at their fingertips, enabling them to concentrate on developing business relationships in this potentially lucrative market.

R. agent (P3): Tour Cruise will also provide individual tours to any corner of the world, vacation trips, and business trips abroad for children and adults and immediate passport, visa, insurance. We’ll make our best to attract new clients and make them repeat customers.

R. agent (P4):  Tour Cruise will be the most respected agency in Raduzhny. It will provide a wide variety of travel options combined with excellent service and this will help to find reliable partners in Russia and abroad.
      4. Br. Agent:  It seems to me your town has such an intricate name. How did it get it?

W1: What’s happened? Why are you standing in bewilderment?
W2: I’m looking in wonderment at a magnificent sight unfolding before us: a brightly sparkling rainbow against the backdrop of thick cedar forests and swamps. Let’s this place bear the name of Raduzhny.

W1: It is nice. I like this name very much. (to the audience): I’m pleased to have the opportunity to introduce Raduzhny to you. 
      5.  Br. Agent:  Can you tell me anything about the geographical position of your town?

R. agent (P5): Raduzhny is a town located 1,500 miles north-east of Moscow in the Khanty-Mansisk region of Western Siberia. Khanty - Mansisk occupies the central part of Western Siberia. It measures about 523.000 square kilometers (about the size of France). The population of the region is about 1.2 million. More than 92 percent of the people live in large cities and towns (15 towns and 25 settlements). The largest cities are Surgut and Nizhnevartovsk. Other large towns include Kogalym, Langepas, Megion, Raduzhny. (the map is used)
        6.  Br. Agent: I know that national symbols often reflect special geographical features. Does your town have any symbols? (pictures of symbols)
R. agent (P7): First of all, it is a flag. White colour shows snow, the North. A rainbow reflects the name of the town. Khanti’s chum symbolizes the Kasamkins’ nomad camp. The forest, the grouse and water are natural riches of the area. As for the coat of arms, it was designed by Leo Bodunov, a leading designer of Raduzny.
        7.  Br. Agent: I have heard the Russian history was harsh to people. Could you tell me how it was like in your region?
R. agent (P8): We can also tell you stories of the fabulous riches of this area which were passed by word of mouth among the Russians as far back as a thousand years ago. Merchants of Novgorod traded with the local peoples. But the Russian government began to really notice these lands in the 16th century, when Yermark, the Cossack ataman sent on an expedition to annex Siberia lands to Russia, brought the Khanty and Mansi peoples under Russia’s eternal sovereignty. Their livelihood was fishing in summer and hunting in winter on reindeer sleds. (video)
        8.  Br.agent: The climate seems to be very severe in your town. Is it the truth?

R. agent (P9): Winter. Look through the window. It is snowing. It always snows in winter. Winds are blowing. They blow every winter. The sun is not shining. Sometimes it shines all day long.  Leafless trees and ever – green pines and fir – trees with heavy “caps” of snow decorate the landscape.                                                                                                                                          And you? Do you like skating, skiing, making snowmen, or some other winter sports after a difficult school day?

Imagine yourself warmly clothed sitting in a sledge and a fast horse is carrying you along a forest road.  The gold sun is shining brightly. You are looking at the sky, at white and silver trees.  Are you not very happy?
Think of those who composed the music, who painted landscapes. Dream about yourself, your place in the life of our town. It needs each of you, your talent, your knowledge and your help. (Music “Metel” Sviridov).

       9. Br. Agent: You’ve said nature has not been kind to you and Siberia is very cold most of the year. In Russia people could do little during winter months. This explains why Russians are often inactive for long periods of time.

R. agent (P9): It is not true to our people.

      11. Teacher: While parents, adults work, children go to schools.
R.agent (P10): Schools № 1, 2, 6 are famous for their highly qualified creative teachers. Teachers from school № 4 try to teach pupils to protect our land from pollution. They teach them to keep our Earth clean. The pupils from school №5 are interested a lot in studying English; they can’t help speaking English, they always win different competitions in English.  Pupils from school № 3 acquire deep knowledge in some subjects. School № 8 is famous for developing the sense of good citizens in its students. Even right now you are watching pupils being taught to love their town, land and country. (Slides)
R. agent (P10): Children and grownups don’t work all the time. Through the concerted efforts of teams of all crews, construction  workers and numerous other specialists the area was developed and  made fit for large scale human habitation, multi-storied department buildings, an upgraded telecommunications system and recreation facilities.

Supplement 2:

Raduzhny covers the territory of 142 square kilometers. Its population is 479000 people.
The Khanty and Mansy are related peoples. The Mansy at one time lived on the other side of the Urals and the Yenisei, but by the middle of this millennium they had squeezed back into their own lands. These peoples, who once formed a single tribe, are still very close in language, culture and mores.

What are the places these indigenous peoples live in? These are usually clusters of not more than 10 households made of skins called chums. They are surrounded by the dense taiga forests in the fabulously oil rich area, spreading far and wide in the North – west of Siberia. The Khanty and Mansy lived in their hamlets hugged by moss pastures fishing in summer, hunting in winter and the profit they made on these transactions carried them through the year.
Once a team of geologists struck oil after drilling the first prospective bore hole. It was in 1973. In 1985 on the 15th of August our town was officially founded. Because the main economic centers in the town are oil and gas production Raduzhny is destined to be a town of great economic development. As business is flourishing, working with foreign partners is not new to us. There are many joint ventures in this area and we look forward to continuing our cooperation with foreign companies.

There is a variety of stores in Raduzhny where it is possible to purchase many types of foods including imports. Increased levels of consumer goods sales resulted in the assortment of goods available in Raduzhny.
We bear witness to the wealth of valuable fish in the rivers. Most people take pleasure in the taste of freshly caught fish. Except catching fish people love picking mushrooms and berries and they like hunting.

Anyone who visits Raduzhny will always be tempted to come back to see the charming nature of the northern land, all can agree on one point it is incomparable.

Libraries are still very important in the life of all people. We can’t buy all the books we want to read. Not all like reading e-books. That’s why we take books from libraries.

Sport centers are the places of special people’s attention; adults and children can not only watch but participate in different sport events there.

We don’t have our own theater but we have a lot of clubs, studios and we can enjoy the performances of our native actors, singers there.
