Длительность: 40 минут

Место урока: урок применения знаний после изучения трех разделов социальной и политической направленности: «Западные демократии, демократичны ли они?», «Что волнует современную молодежь? (организации, объединения, ценности)», «Легко ли быть молодым? (конвенция ООН по правам ребенка, нарушения прав детей, организации по защите прав подростков) к учебнику для 10-11 классов общеобразовательных учреждений В.П.Кузовлев, Н. М. Лапа, Э.Ш. Перегудова М.,: Просвещение, 2006.
Тип урока: совершенствование навыков говорения.
Цели и задачи урока: 
Учебные (предметные результаты): совершенствование навыков говорения, чтение и  аудирование с извлечением  главной идеи, поисковое чтение, совершенствование навыков письма.
Воспитательные (личностные результаты): воспитание активной позиции гражданина демократического государства, гордости за свою страну, почитания традициям, культуре общения.

Развивающие (метапредметные результаты): развитие догадки, антиципации, чтения символов, знаков; умения работать в группах сменного состава; умений получать информацию, запрашивать объяснение, объяснять, давать определение, подводить итоги; умений взаимодействия: делиться информацией, оценивать, внимательно слушать.
Познавательные (метапредметные результаты): знакомство с основными принципами демократии (12: контроль за злоупотреблением властью, прозрачность, билль о правах, права людей,  многопартийная система, регулярные свободные и справедливые выборы, гражданское участие, подотчетность, политическая толерантность,  свобода экономики, равенство, правило соблюдения закона, признание результатов выборов);  их определением, (дополнительно: возможные трудности осуществления принципов и меры по их преодолению), понятие Билль о правах, примеры свобод, примеры нарушений принципов демократии в произведении Джорджа Оруэлла «Скотный двор», система сдержек и противовесов, примеры традиций празднования майских праздников.
Технологии, стратегии, методы и приемы: коммуникативная методика, современные образовательные технологии времени и пространства,  RASA – стратегия (воспринимай, цени, резюмируй, спрашивай), стратегия открытого взгляда и слушания,  Jigsaw teaching (обучение пилой), каждый учит каждого, обучение в сотрудничестве, чтение символов, устная презентация, дискуссия, рефлексия, демонстрация видео обзора о фильме.
Формы познавательной деятельности: сменные группы с 3 участниками, затем с 4 участниками, индивидуальная, фронтальная, коллективная.

Plan:

1. Warming up (2-4 minutes)

     To create the atmosphere, to head for the topic of the lesson, to motivate, to activate background knowledge. (slide 1- pictures of parades)
Teacher (T): What is the date today? What month is it? What month goes next? What do all people associate May with? How do people celebrate these holidays?                                                          

Expected answers: This is a month of intense social activity of citizens. People show their solidarity, they celebrate two important holidays: the 1st of May or the Day of Labour and  Victory Day. People usually celebrate these holidays with elaborate popular parades in the centre of cities. Many veterans take part in the military parade and lay wreaths on the Tomb of the Unknown Soldier. Radio and television broadcast popular war songs. A lot of guests from different countries of the World come to Moscow to participate in the celebrations.             

Additional material

The 1st of May is the Day of Labour. During Soviet time there were huge demonstrations on this day, as everybody was obliged to show his loyalty to the state; now only communists organize meetings on this date. International Workers' Day is a celebration of the international labour movement that occurs on May Day, May 1, a traditional Spring holiday in much of Europe. May 1 is a national holiday in more than 80 countries, and celebrated unofficially in many other countries. In some countries the public holiday is officially Labor Day while in others the public holiday marks the traditional Spring festival known as May Day. Other countries, such as the United States celebrate Labour Days on another date, usually with special significance to the labour movement in that country. May Day was celebrated illegally in Russia until the February Revolution enabled the first legal celebration in 1917. The following year, after the Bolshevik seizure of power, the May Day celebrations were boycotted by Mensheviks, Left Socialist Revolutionaries and anarchists. It became an important official holiday of the Soviet Union, celebrated with elaborate popular parade in the centre of the major cities. The biggest celebration was traditionally organized on the Red Square, where the General Secretary of the CPSU and other party and government leaders stood atop Lenin's Mausoleum and waved to the crowds. Since 1992, May Day is officially called "The Day of Spring and Labour", and remains a major holiday in present-day Russia.
The greatest national holiday in our country is Victory Day. On the 9th of May, 1945, the Soviet Army and its allies completely defeated the German fascists and the Second World War and the Great Patriotic War ended. A magnificent memorial on Poklonnaya Gora has been built to commemorate the Victory. 
2. Management of the lesson (introduction): (4-5 minutes)

To identify the theme of the lesson, put objectives, strategies going to be used (slide 2-3 signs: the Bill of rights, an eye and an ear, RASA)
T: So, people go to the parades with flags, balloons, flowers and slogans on banners. They write mottos, appeals on brightly colored banners that symbolize a variety of important issues, values for the country they live in. We also are going to use a lot of symbols, signs during the lesson and we’ll see how well you can read them. Look at the symbol on the board and guess what it means. 
Expected answers: This sign shows the Bill of Rights. Bill of Rights is a statement of basic human rights.                                                                                                                               

  Additional material

Many democratic countries also choose to have a bill of rights to protect the people against abuse of power. A bill of rights is a list of rights and freedoms guaranteed to all people in the country. When a bill of rights becomes part of a country's constitution, the courts have the power to enforce these rights. A bill of rights limits the power of government and may also impose duties on individuals and organizations. In British history, the Bill of Rights of 1689 was concerned with establishing Parliament as the most important power in government and making William and Mary constitutional monarchs. The American bill of rights, passed in 1791, forms the first ten amendments of the Constitution of the USA. They are concerned with the rights of the citizens, the States and the federal government. Here are some articles from the American Bill of Rights. All citizens shall be free to practice their own religion –no official religion determined by the state. All citizens shall have the freedom of the press – people shall have the right to write, publish and read anything they wish. All citizens shall enjoy the freedom of speech – people shall have the right to discuss anything they wish. All citizens shall exercise the freedom of peaceful assembly – the right to have public meetings. 
T: Can you identify the theme of the lesson?

T: You can also see some more signs on the board. Can you guess what they are put here for?

The first picture depicts the images of an eye and an ear; it might mean that we are to be open to share our knowledge, to be attentive, to listen to each other carefully. The letters in the next picture mean receive, appreciate, summarize and ask. The examples of prompt starters and responses for summarizing can be: all in all, to sum up, in conclusion, to conclude.
T: Thus, the second main point for today’s lesson is to explain (to define, to clarify) the meanings of each selected principle. The prompt starters are….The prompt responses are….
3. Jigsaw teaching (11-15 minutes)
A. Reading, individual work. (3-4 minutes)                                                                     To read for the main idea, get acquainted with principles, to identify the names of the principles, their definitions (extra: notice violations and protection against them). 
T: We are starting. Here are handouts, you are to skim them and comprehend the gist of the  information, how your principle is called and what it means, extra task is to look for obstacles to enforce the principle into life and ways to overcome it. Your time is 3 minutes.
Have students work individually, but if they have questions they can ask for explanation

B. Each teaches each. (3-4 minutes)                                                                    To share their knowledge, name, explain, evaluate, appreciate, and ask. 

T: The time is up. Now be ready to share your gained knowledge, stand up and form new 4 groups according to the numbers on your badges. Start each teaches each, the time limit is 3 minutes.  

Have students work in groups of 3, they share their knowledge, name, explain, evaluate, appreciate, and ask.   After finishing the task the teacher asks the students to name all the principles they have learned about. Each group is to know all 12 principles.                

C. Guess the symbols, work in groups of 4 (5-8  minutes).                                    To share their knowledge on their names of all principles, definitions, risks to break them, measures to avoid these risks, writing.
T: The time is over. Return to your initial groups, please and do the following assignment: label the signs and choose a spokesperson to explain what each principle means. If you are ready, hang the symbols on the board. 
4. Oral Presentation (7 minutes)

To present the principles, explain their meaning, ask, appreciate, summarize. 
Expected answers:                                                                                                                                                          The principles we have are accountability, transparency, the rule of law, citizen participation. Accountability means that appointed officials must be accountable to the people. Officials perform their duties according to the wishes of the people, not for themselves.
The teacher tells other groups to ask for explanation for one of the principles if there is not much time. If there is time, all principles can be described. 3 groups have 3 spokespersons.                                                                                                                                 
T: Check the spelling of the principles and if you want, you can add some extra information to illustrate the principles better.

T: Since we are heading into the last stretch I want you to have a whole group discussion and reflection.  

5. Discussion, reflection  (7 minutes, slide 3 – written  questions )

To discuss, reflect.                                                

T: Will you read the questions on the board and answer them in any order; any one is allowed to speak.

Expected answers: I think 3 principles are more significant than others: control of the abuse of power, multi-party systems, and political tolerance. These principles can be violated most and they can cause more serious consequences. If the majority deny rights and destroy their opposition (minority), they also destroy democracy. To avoid this, respect for all people and their points of view is needed. Decisions are more likely to be accepted, even by those who oppose them, if all citizens have been allowed to discuss, debate and question them.  A country with one party can result in a dictatorship. Officials who abuse their power can lead the country to illegal actions. The way out from this situation can be the system of checks and balances, the similar to the one the USA has. The three branches of power (legislative, executive, judicial) are separate from one another. The powers given to each are balanced by the other two. The system keeps from getting too much power or using its powers wrongly. To protect people against these violations they need to follow these principles strongly. The principle of citizen participation is also of a paramount importance. It includes many forms and the form which gives the freedom of peaceful assembly can induce us to go on parade on May Holidays. We will gladly follow this honorable tradition of our country which has been kept for years.
6. Homework (2 minutes)
To watch a video (1 minute) for the main idea, a symbol of a political satire, to give an example how to do homework, to build a bridge to the next lesson.
T: Watch a video, what principle is broken in the shown community, what ways out people can find. (slide 4 – a video)
Have students watch a video-review about «Animal Farm» by George Orwell.
Expected answers:
Here is an example of misusing power; one of the most common abuses of power is corruption. Corruption occurs when government officials use public funds for their own benefit or exercise power in an illegal manner. For example, there were five buckets of creamy milk, Napoleon sent animals to the hayfield, placing himself in front of the buckets, in the evening when animals came back, they saw that the milk had disappeared. Napoleon drank it all. Various methods can be used to protect against abuses: the system of check and balances in the USA, independent agencies, citizen participation.
The teacher can ask students to guess what kind of homework they are to do: We’ve spoken about the principles of democracy, introduced examples from literature, examples describing some democratic countries. What will you do at home?
Expected answers: We are likely to be ready with examples, evidence about our country.
(slide 5 – picture and written home task)  Home task is written on the board: think of examples for any 3- 5 principles from something you see in everyday life or hear on the news. You can think of good or bad examples. They can concern both adults and young people’s life. You can also think on the introduction of school uniform whether it violates the principles of democracy. The lesson is over. Good bye.

The Principles of Democracy (handouts)

Citizen Participation 

One of the most basic signposts of a democracy is citizen participation in government. Participation is the key role of citizens in democracy. It is not only their right, but it is their duty. Citizen participation may take many forms including standing for election, voting in elections, becoming informed, debating issues, attending community or civic meetings, being members of private voluntary organizations, paying taxes, and even protesting. Participation builds a better democracy. 

Equality 

Democratic societies emphasize the principle that all people are equal. Equality means that all individuals are valued equally, have equal opportunities, and may not be discriminated against because of their race, religion, ethnic group, gender or sexual orientation. In a democracy, individuals and groups still maintain their right to have different cultures, personalities, languages and beliefs. 

Political Tolerance 

Democratic societies are politically tolerant. This means that while the majority of the people rule in a democracy, the rights of the minority must be protected. People who are not in power must be allowed to organize and speak out. Minorities are sometimes referred to as "the opposition" because they may have ideas which are different from the majority. Individual citizens must also learn to be tolerant of each other. A democratic society is often composed of people from different cultures, racial, religious and ethnic groups who have viewpoints different from a majority of the population. A democratic society is enriched by diversity. If the majority deny rights to and destroy their opposition, then they also destroy democracy. One goal of democracy is to make the best possible decision for the society. To achieve this, respect for all people and their points of view is needed. Decisions are more likely to be accepted, even by those who oppose them, if all citizens have been allowed to discuss, debate and question them.

Accountability 

In a democracy, elected and appointed officials have to be accountable to the people. They are responsible for their actions. Officials must make decisions and perform their duties according to the will and wishes of the people, not for themselves. 

Transparency 

For government to be accountable the people must be aware of what is happening in the country. This is referred to as transparency in government. A transparent government holds public meetings and allows citizens to attend. In a democracy, the press and the people are able to get 

information about what decisions are being made, by whom and why. 

Regular Free & Fair Elections 

One way citizens of the country express their will is by electing officials to represent them in government. Democracy insists that these elected officials are chosen and peacefully removed from office in a free and fair manner. Intimidation, corruption and threats to citizens during or before an election are against the principles of democracy. In a democracy, elections are held regularly every so many years. Participation in elections should not be based on a citizen's wealth. For free and fair elections to occur, most adult citizens should have the right to stand for government office. Additionally, obstacles should not exist which make it difficult for people to vote.

Economic Freedom 

People in a democracy must have some form of economic freedom. This means that the government allows some private ownership of property and businesses, and that the people are allowed to choose their own work and join labour unions. The role the government should play in the economy is open to debate, but it is generally accepted that free markets should exist in a democracy and the state should not totally control the economy. Some argue that the state should play a stronger role in countries where great inequality of wealth exists due to past discrimination or other unfair practices. 

Control of the Abuse of Power 

Democratic societies try to prevent any elected official or group of people from misusing or abusing their power. One of the most common abuses of power is corruption. Corruption occurs when government officials use public funds for their own benefit or exercise power in an illegal manner. Various methods have been used in different countries to protect against these abuses. Frequently the government is structured to limit the powers of the branches of government; to have independent courts and agencies with power to act against any illegal action by an elected official or branch of government; to allow for citizen participation and elections; and to check police abuse of power. 

Accepting the Results of Elections 

In democratic elections, there are winners and losers. Often the losers in an election believe so strongly that their party or candidate is the best one, that they refuse to accept the results of the election. The consequences of not accepting the results of an election may be a government that is ineffective and cannot make decisions. It may even result in violence. This is against democratic principles. 

Human Rights 

All democracies strive to respect and protect the human rights of citizens. Human rights mean those values that reflect respect for human life and human dignity. Democracy emphasizes the value of every human being. Examples of human rights include freedom of expression, freedom of association, freedom of assembly, the right to equality and the right to basic education. 

Multi-Party Systems 

In order to have a multi-party system, more than one political party must participate in elections and play a role in government. A multi-party system allows for opposition to the party that wins the election. This helps provide the government with different viewpoints on issues. Additionally, a multi-party system provides voters with a choice of candidates, parties and policies to vote for. Historically, when a country only has one party, the result has been a dictatorship. 

The Rule of Law 

In a democracy no one is above the law, not even a king or an elected President. This is called the rule of law. It means that everyone must obey the law and be held accountable if they violate it. Democracy also insists that the law be equally, fairyland consistently enforced. This is sometimes referred to as "due process of law."
